CONFIDENTIALITY AGREEMENT

(hereinafter called the RECEIVING PARTY) 

herewith acknowledges that the documents and information in written and in electronic form, relating to the variable domain sequences and the predicted structures or structural components of  the antibodies to be modelled using “WAM”, 
are the property of

and are made available for the purpose of  W.A.M. Modelling

1. The RECEIVING PARTY hereby undertakes:

a) to keep the submitted antibody sequences and final model co-ordinates confidential.

b) not to use the information disclosed or obtained by analysis of the above-mentioned documents for purposes other than provided for in this Agreement and not to commercially or scientifically exploit such information without prior written consent of the DISCLOSING PARTY.

c) to hold in strict confidence all information disclosed in the said documents received or obtained by analysis of them and to restrict access to such information to those persons entrusted to carry out the activities provided hereunder and who are subject to the same secrecy obligation.

d) upon request of the DISCLOSING PARTY to promptly return all documents, or information made available to it.

e) not to publish any information delivered by the DISCLOSING PARTY without prior written consent.

The RECEIVING PARTY shall incur no obligation under clause 1 with respect to information which:

is known to the RECEIVING PARTY before the Effective Date, and not impressed already with any obligation of confidentiality to the disclosing party; or

is or becomes publicly known without the fault of the RECEIVING PARTY; or
2.3
is obtained by the RECEIVING PARTY from a third party in circumstances where the RECEIVING PARTY has no reason to believe that there has been a breach of an obligation of confidentiality owed to the DISCLOSING PARTY; or
2.4
is independently developed by the RECEIVING PARTY; or
2.5
is approved for release in writing by an authorised representative of the DISCLOSING PARTY; or
2.6
The RECEIVING PARTY is specifically required to disclose in order to fulfil an order of any Court of competent jurisdiction.
3. Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to constitute or to imply the grant of any license, immunity or other right under any industrial property right of the DISCLOSING PARTY nor to provide a commitment of any kind by either party to enter into further agreements with the other party.   The DISCLOSING PARTY retains all rights to file patent applications for the disclosed information.

4. This Agreement shall be governed in all respect by the laws of England.
